With the release of the "Control" single and music video, “neo shock rock” icon and self-proclaimed “King of Negativity” Justin Symbol has emerged as the new face of the NYC alternative club scene. 
Combining the violent horror theatrics of Rob Zombie, the shape shifting glam and glitz of David Bowie, and the Dadaist electronic experimentation of Throbbing Gristle, Symbol has developed a fresh take on a concept as old as rock 'n roll itself. 
Wild live performances marry glitter and gore, nudity and pop cult pageantry in a bizarre shamanistic orgy of the senses that could only have been spawned in the fertile Bushwick art scene. 
"I used to go to parties thrown by artists like [NYC native] Michael Alan", Symbol muses. "Queer punks, goth kids, hipsters, trans artists, we were all one and there were no barriers. I'd see some friends of mine being painted nude with neon colors while this noise that sounded like robot penguins fucking was blaring in the background. I took a little bit of that and combined it in with the 90s goth-industrial culture from St Marks and clubs like Pyramid" 
The resulting concoction, on full display in songs and music videos such as "Control" [featuring original Marilyn Manson guitarist Daisy Berkowitz], is as visually captivating as it is sonically entrancing. 
Joined by the exotic synth of Arabian keytarist Baba Yaga and the crash landings of veteran electro-punk drummer Joe Livingston, Symbol's new album 
'V Ω I D H E A D' sets an exciting template for the future of electronic music.
"Our new album 'V Ω I D H E A D' is like a  version of Ministry's [seminal 1988 masterpiece] 'The Land of Rape and Honey'" Symbol declares. "It’s rock, it’s electronic, it’s Eastern, it’s Western, it’s really eclectic and each song is different but the pieces all fit together. It's fucking fantastic and you need to hear it and see it!"  
'V Ω I D H E A D' will be released in full in October 2014 but in the meantime 3 songs from the album including the lead single "Control" and an aggressive electro-punk take on The Cure's controversial 1979 debut single "Killing an Arab" have been released on iTunes and as music videos on YouTube and Symbol's official website:  www.justinsymbol.com
In order to tell the full story of 'V Ω I D H E A D', Symbol will continue to release one video per month for the next 8 months.
